MYTH Occupants of Low Barrier Housing are supervised.

FACT Occupants are under voluntary supervision - ONLY if they want to be. They are free to come and go as
they please and will be within steps of Nanaimo Seniors Village, Dover Bay Secondary School and close to many
Elementary Schools.

MYTH The land is zoned for this use.

FACT The land was orignally zoned for firehall and ambulance use. However, on March 17, 2011 the City changed
the zoning without a public hearing, public input or notification to residents. The City would NEVER allow anyone else
to change land use zoning without citizens' input - on the other hand they allow themselves to doit. That is a clear
DOUBLE STANDARD.

MYTH There are services nearby to help.

FACT NOT FOR A DRUG HOUSE. The services that addicts need are NOT within easy walking distance.
Moreover, drug dealers will be present in our community and in our streets.
